H. DEPOSITS

The utility may require a reasonable deposit from a customer to secure payment of charges for
services if the utility determines that the customer or applicant does not meet the criteria for
creditworthiness set forth in the Rules and Regulations of the Commission. The standard deposit
for service shall be $50. However, such deposit, if required, shall not exceed an amount equal to
1/6 of the expected annual billings for the customer at the address at which service is rendered.
Interest on and refund of such deposits shall be in accordance with the Company’s rules and
regulations.

I. SERVICE CHARGE

When service is requested by a customer to perform a repair on their property for any reason
beyond the control of the utility, a service charge of $32.00 per hour during regular business
hours of 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. weekdays, will be made and added to the customer’s regular
monthly billing and made a part thereof, subject to the rules and regulations pertaining to such
billings. If the service call is made after regular business hours, the customer shall be charged a
two hour minimum charge of $87.00 and $40.00 for each additional hour of service. These
charges will be assessed in the same manner as listed above. )

J. ESTABLISHMENT OF SERVICE FEE
